The Polish Saturday School John Paul II in Phoenix, Arizona was founded in September 2000. 
The school's main mission is to teach Polish children living in Phoenix area, the Polish Language, history and geography of Poland. As a Catholic school, the Polish School ensures that children also receive religion education and preparation for holy sacraments, first communion and confirmation. 
In the first year of the schools existence about 40 children were signed up to attend. The next year the number grew by about a hundred more. In the 2008/2009 school year the number grew to 154 students.

Although the school is located in Phoenix, it carried the name John Paul II Polish Saturday School, because it is connected to the Our Lady of Czestochowa Parish which is located in Phoenix, Arizona. 
From the beginning the school was focused on teaching children, but also making learning Polish fun. The school strives to provide a high quality teachers and staff and pleasant environment for students so the willing come to school and learn their native language and/or the native language of their parent(s). 

Classes are held on Saturdays from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm at Our Lady of Czestochowa Church. Our school is a member of, and adheres to the standardized syllabus set forth by, Polish Supplementary School Council of America, Inc. We administer to children from preschool to eighth grade, all of whom have some familiarity with the Polish language. However, there is the possibility of organizing Polish as a Foreign Language study groups for children (5-7 years old; 8-11 years old and 12-15 years old) and adults. In order to run these language courses for non-Polish speakers, a minimum of 15 people per group is required. Classes will be held on Saturday Our Lady of Czestochowa Church. The school has hosted a number of interesting gatherings, were the attendees not only have a good time but also help support our school. Many times during the year our special interest groups organize plays and presentations to celebrate different festivities, including a Christmas play. Such performances require a large part of preparation not only on the student’s part, but also on the part of the Parents Committee. Many parents put in not only their hard work, but also their hearts and soul into the success of the school.
